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The National Association of Catholic Chaplains (NACC) grants Continuing Education Hours (CEHs) for educational programs after thorough review of the program and requested materials.  The Director of Education and Professional Practice is responsible for determining the number of Continuing Education Hours granted to the sponsoring organization.

Those seeking approval from the National Association of Catholic Chaplains for Continuing Education Hours must submit a request in writing to the Director of Education and Professional Practice along with the following materials.

1. Original Application
2. Goals and Objectives

3. Detailed Schedule of Events for the Educational Program including dates and time parameters of each session
4. Biography/Resume/Curriculum Vitae for each presenter
5. Evaluation Tool

6. Description of Educational Program (50 word maximum)
Upon receipt of materials and approval, the Director of Education and Professional Practice will notify the contact person in writing within thirty (30) days of receipt of materials.  For purposes of calculation, one 60-minute session is equal to one (1) Continuing Education Hour (CEH).

If materials are incomplete, they will be returned without approval.  Completed materials may be resubmitted at any time.

Your organization is responsible for notifying attendees of the number of continuing education hours granted and for providing a certificate or written confirmation of attendance.

Please note that the continuing education language utilized by the NACC is different than other organizations.  All materials and/or notification of hours approved must utilize the following language:

“This educational program has been approved for X number of Continuing Education Hours by the National Association of Catholic Chaplains.”
